This structure is a three-barreled, corrugated metal pipe culvert located near the junction of
L-28 and L-29 about 35 mileswest of Miami on U.S. 41. Control is affected by dide gates.

PURPOSE
This structure permits discharge from Water Conservation Area 3A during periods of

excessively high stages.

OPERATION

Normally, this structureis closed. It is opened only during periods when WCA 3A is above
schedule. The combined discharge of S-343B and S-343A shal be limited to the capacity of the
bridges under U.S. 41, which is 400 cfs. Loop Road 1 gauge should be kept below 85. The
roadway could be flooded when stage istoo high.
